IN-AAP Legislative Update

This past week the Indiana Legislature was in catch-up mode due to the cancellations caused by last week’s winter storm. Below are the updates for the IN-AAP related legislation that was on the Committee Calendars for the week of February 7, 2011. 

HSJR-6 - Indiana’s Marriage Discrimination Amendment: The House passed the Amendment, 8-4 and the vote was split along party lines. 

SB0025 - Notification of substitution for epileptic drugs: The Senate Health and Provider Services Committee held the bill until the Committee could find the head pharmacist who could clarify as to why the bill was needed. The problem is that the Indiana Code already has a provision that requires pharmacists to only give substitutions and generic forms of prescribed medications if the doctor marks “may be substituted” on the prescription and if not the pharmacist must only give the prescribed medication to the customer. 

SB0581 - Perinatal HIV testing: The Senate Health and Provider Services Committee passed the bill as amended, 8-0. The two new amendments allowed pregnant women to request the HIV test orally and it created an opt-out provision for all Indiana citizens. The second amendment requires an individual to sign a form to opt out of testing instead of signing a form to opt-in.  
SB0331 - FSSA matters: The Senate Health and Provider Services Committee held the bill until next Wednesday, February 16th because the committee members needed more information about how the bill would affect probate matters in Indiana.
HB1221 - Life insurance and Medicaid: The House Public Health Committee passed the bill as amended, 8-1. The new amendment clarifies that the life insurance policy must be in force at the time of the individual’s death and that Medicaid could only recover the costs for expenses that were spent and if there was any money left over then it must go to the individual’s beneficiary. 
HB1306 – Methamphetamine – The House Public Health Committee held the bill until Monday, February 14, 2011. 
HB1030 - Ephedrine and pseudoephedrine - The House Public Health Committee held the bill until Monday, February 14, 2011.

Digest

Prohibits smoking: (1) in public places; (2) in enclosed areas of a place of employment; (3) in certain state vehicles; and (4) within 12 feet of a public entrance to a public place or an enclosed area of a place of employment. Provides exceptions to the smoking prohibition. Requires the alcohol and tobacco commission to enforce this prohibition. Makes it a Class B infraction to violate the smoking prohibition and a Class A infraction if the person has three prior unrelated judgments for violations. Prohibits firing or refusing to hire a person for reporting a violation or exercising any right or performing any obligation under the smoking prohibitions. Repeals the current clean indoor air law that prohibits smoking in public buildings.

Digest

Requires the division of mental health and addiction to consider evidence based programs and develop programs for teacher training on the prevention of child suicide and the recognition of signs that a student may be considering suicide. Allows a governing body to adjourn its schools to allow teachers to participate in a basic or inservice course of education and training on suicide prevention and the recognition of signs that a student may be considering suicide. Provides that after June 30, 2013, an individual may not receive an initial teaching license unless the individual has completed training on suicide prevention and the recognition of signs that a student may be considering suicide. (The introduced version of this bill was prepared by the commission on mental health.)

Defines "major agency appointment" as the governor's appointment of: (1) a member of the Indiana utility regulatory commission; (2) the commissioner of the Indiana department of transportation; (3) the secretary of family and social services; (4) the commissioner of the Indiana department of environmental management; or (5) the commissioner of labor. Requires the committee to meet whenever its chair is notified by the governor of the governor's intent to make a major agency appointment to receive information and discuss the fitness and competence of the individual the governor intends to appoint. Requires the committee to report to the governor and the legislative council its findings regarding the appointee's fitness and competence. Provides that an individual appointed by the governor to a major agency appointment does not take office until 45 days after the governor notifies the chair of the committee of the appointment. Repeals the statute that establishes the utility regulatory commission nominating committee and a related noncode statute.

Establishes the driver education commission to develop policies and proposals for rules concerning driver education. Repeals the requirement that an examination for the issuance of a driver's license must be held in the county where the license branch office in which the application was made is located. Provides that certain rules pertaining to driver education adopted by the Indiana commission on proprietary education, the Indiana criminal justice institute, the department of state revenue, and the state board of education concerning driver education are considered, after December 31, 2011, rules of the bureau. Provides for certain immunities pertaining to governmental entities and public employees for: (1) members of the driver education commission; and (2) driver education instructors making reports concerning the fitness of applicants to operate a motor vehicle. Establishes a driver education administration fee of $5, to be collected when a person is found to have committed certain offenses or infractions. Requires the driver education administration fee to be deposited in the motor vehicle highway account. Makes corresponding changes.

Provides, for purposes of the prohibition against using a telecommunications device while operating a motor vehicle, that "telecommunications device" does not include: (1) amateur radio equipment operated by a person licensed by the Federal Communications Commission as an amateur radio operator; or (2) a communications system installed in a commercial vehicle weighing more than 10,000 pounds. Prohibits a police officer from confiscating a telecommunications device for the purpose of determining compliance or confiscating a telecommunications device and retaining it as evidence pending trial for the violation. Repeals the current definition of "telecommunications device".

Requires the department of education, consulting with an association that conducts, organizes, sanctions, or sponsors interscholastic high school athletic events as the association's primary purpose, to develop and disseminate guidelines, information sheets, and forms to inform and educate coaches, student athletes, and parents of student athletes of the nature and risk of concussions and head injuries. Requires that a student athlete and the student athlete's parent must be given information concerning head injuries and concussions and return a form acknowledging receipt of the information to the student athlete's coach each year before beginning practice for a sport. Provides that a student athlete who is suspected of sustaining a head injury or concussion must be removed from play at the time of the injury. Provides that the student athlete may not return to play until the student athlete has been evaluated and received written clearance from a licensed health care provider trained in evaluating head injuries. Provides that a health care provider who as a volunteer provides head injury evaluations to student athletes has immunity from civil liability for acts or omissions arising from the evaluations, except for gross negligence or willful or wanton misconduct.

Provides that a person who is less than 18 years of age who: (1) purchases a dissolvable tobacco product or blunt wrap; (2) accepts a dissolvable tobacco product or blunt wrap for personal use; or (3) possesses a dissolvable tobacco product or blunt wrap, commits a class C infraction. Phases out payments of the inheritance tax replacement amount to counties over a period between 2013 and 2023. Provides that the estate tax and generation skipping transfer tax do not apply after June 30, 2023. Makes technical corrections. Extends the time in which a person must file an amended Indiana adjusted gross income tax return to reflect modifications made in a federal income tax return. Prohibits the department of state revenue from taking an action to collect a delinquent tax until the later of the time to file a tax appeal has expired or a final decision is made in a tax appeal. 	Sale of ephedrine or pseudoephedrine. (Yoder) 

Digest

Defines "retailer" and provides that the duties relating to the electronic tracking of ephedrine and pseudoephedrine (PSE) apply only to retailers. Requires a retailer to submit information relating to the purchase of nonprescription PSE to the National Precursor Log Exchange (NPLEx) administered by the National Association of Drug Diversion Investigators (NADDI) before completing a sale, and prohibits a retailer from completing a sale if NPLEx generates a "stop sale" notice. Requires PSE containing substances to be kept behind the counter, and specifies that the PSE weight limits apply to the base amount of PSE in the drug. Provides that a retailer who uses the electronic sales tracking system is liable for any negligent, reckless, deliberate, or wanton act or omission committed in carrying out the duties required by this section, and provides that a retailer may be liable to a third party for a violation of the duties required in using the electronic sales tracking system.

Digest

Specifies conditions that an electronically transmitted prescription and an electronic data transmission device must meet. Prohibits advertising and messaging systems from being included in an electronic data transmission device except for certain information concerning formularies that may be provided. Requires a person to maintain electronic equipment that receives the transmission of an electronic prescription in a manner that ensures against unauthorized access to the information. Requires a pharmacy to maintain records containing a customer's health information in a manner that prevents a person not covered by a confidentiality agreement from having access to the information.

	Prohibition on abortion after 20 weeks. (Miller, Walker) 

Digest

Sets public policy findings concerning when a fetus can feel pain. Sets requirements for performing an abortion after the first trimester but before the earlier of viability of the fetus or 20 weeks of postfertilization age of the fetus (current law requirements are based on viability of the fetus). Requires that a physician determine the postfertilization age of a fetus before performing an abortion, and allows for the discipline of a physician who fails to do this in certain circumstances. Creates a cause of action for a pregnant woman or the biological father of the fetus for actual and punitive damages if a physician recklessly, knowingly, or intentionally performs or attempts to perform an abortion in violation of the law. Provides for injunctive relief for specified individuals against a physician to prevent the physician from performing further abortions that violate the law. Creates the special litigation defense fund to provide reimbursement of the costs and expenses incurred by the attorney general in defending the constitutionality of this act, and continuously appropriates the fund. Provides for severability of provisions if a court determines that any of the law is unconstitutional, and specifies prior law returns to effect if the amended law is found by the court to be unconstitutional.

Digest

Makes certain changes to the implied consent law while operating a motorboat. Requires that a portable breath test must be offered to a person who operates a motorboat that was involved in a fatal accident or an accident involving serious bodily injury. Provides that a person who refuses to take a breath test related to the operation of a motorboat must be informed their motor vehicle operation privileges will be suspended. (Current law applies to motorboat operation privileges.) Prohibits certain activities on the swim platform, in the wake, or on a towed device of certain motorboats. Provides that a violation of these prohibitions is a Class C infraction. Allows hides and furs to be transported out of Indiana after open season as allowed by rule. (Current law requires shipment within five days after the end of open season.) Allows the department of natural resources (DNR) to issue combined hunting, fishing, and trapping licenses. Removes DNR's authority to issue a commercial fishing license for the Ohio River to a Kentucky resident. Establishes a roe harvester and roe dealer's license concerning certain fish species. Allows a person who violates the commercial fishing statutes to have administrative action taken on their license or to be charged with a Class A misdemeanor. Changes the name of "charter fishing boat" licenses to "fishing guide" licenses. Makes certain fishing guide violations a Class C misdemeanor. (Current law is a Class C infraction.) Makes certain changes to the falconry laws. Provides that federal money for restoration of abandoned mine land must be deposited into separate funds. Makes changes in how money in the funds may be used. Creates the acid drainage and treatment fund and the reclamation set aside fund. Makes certain changes to the abandoned mine laws. Repeals a requirement that DNR adopt rules concerning commercial fishing on the Ohio River that conform to Kentucky laws.

Digest

Requires the department of education to evaluate and make available to school corporations effective models of bullying prevention plans and to provide an appropriate incentive to school corporations with policies that encourage student participation in extracurricular activities designed to prevent bullying. Requires a school corporation to publish the number of bullying incidents that have occurred in the school corporation's annual performance report. Requires a school corporation's discipline and safety plan that is developed with parental assistance to address bullying prevention and response. Provides that the advisory board of the division of professional standards may adopt rules that set standards for teacher and administrator continuing education in the prevention of and response to bullying. Amends the definition of "bullying" to specify that the term includes verbal or written communications transmitted in any manner, including digitally or electronically. Requires school corporation discipline rules to include written reports of bullying incidents and responses to the incidents, and annual reports of the number of bullying incidents and responses to the department of education. Provides that the department of education may audit compliance with bullying prevention, intervention, and reporting requirements at any time.
