Since our last newsletter, we attended our annual District V meeting where we had a 
chance to meet with the chapter leaders from Michigan, Ohio and Ontario.   One of the top 
priorities for this meeting was to explore ways that chapters could improve the value of 
membership to pediatric medical and surgical specialists.

The Affordable Care Act (ACA) is here, and as predicted, is rolling out at a break neck 
pace.  For example, after Sept 23, 2010, all new insurance plans must provide all Bright 
Futures services (www.brightfutures.aap.org) to all enrollees with no cost sharing, young 
adults can remain on their parent’s health plan until age 26 and children with insurance 
can no longer be denied coverage for preexisting conditions.  State implementation of the 
ACA is our next opportunity to get involved.  Funding will be made available to states for 
issues we care about, such as medical home implementation, prevention and public health 
funding, and graduate medical education.  With our new lobbyist on board, Charles 
“Charlie” Hiltunen, your INAAP chapter is well poised to be a “ready resource” for any 
issue related to improving the health of Indiana’s children.  Thank you to all who at-
tended our Legislative Night on 9/22/2010. 
 
Save the date for an exciting advocacy training event in Indianapolis on Feb 2, 2011.  
Participants will receive a brief training on Advocacy 101 and background information on 
obesity and concussion prevention, followed by a trip across the street to the capitol to 
meet with legislators to lobby in these areas.  That evening, Dr. Sandra Hassink, an obe-
sity expert working on the national “Let’s Move Campaign”, will be our keynote speaker.

Luis Fernando Escobar, MD, Medical Director of the Medical Genetics & Newborn Follow up Clinic and Staff neonatologist at St. Vincent Chil-
dren's Hospital has  been selected to serve as a consultant on the Molecular and Clinical Genetics Panel of the Medical Devices Advisory 
Committee, Center for Devices and Radiological Health, Food and Drug Administration.  Dr. Escobar is also an adjunct professor of Medi-
cal and Molecular Genetics at Indiana University, where he received his training in Neonatology – Genetics and Pediatrics. 
  
The Committee Molecular and Clinical Genetics Committee of the Medical Devices Advisory Committee, Center for Devices and Radio-
logical Health consists of 18 panels. Panel members are asked to provide their expert scientific and technical advice to the Center to help make 
sound decisions on the classification/reclassification as well as the safety, effectiveness, and appropriate use of medical products.  The panel on 
clinical genetics involves consultants  in human genetics and clinical management of patients with genetic disorders, e.g., pediatricians, obstetri-
cians, and neonatalogists: biochemical and/or molecular genetics, molecular diagnostics, inborn errors of metabolism, population genetics, epide-
miology, genetic counseling, and medical ethics.

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NEWS  

Oral Health Talk to Pediatricians  
 
Dr. Joan Kowalik, Director of Predoctoral Pediatric Dentistry at IU School of 
Dentistry and Dr. Carol McKnown, Pediatric Dentistry Liaison to INAAP, made their first trip to a pediatrics office to deliver oral health 
information.  They traveled to New Albany, IN to the 
office of Dr. Nassim and Dr. Mesha and Dr. McGonigle.  It was very 
successful and very well received.  The great news is that the local 
pediatric dentists came so there was good interaction between the 
dentists and physicians.  A lot of good information was shared regarding 
dental caries as an infectious disease spread from mother to baby--new information to the some of the pediatricians.   
 
A short version of the Caries Risk Assessment Tool was presented as well as a short 
questionnaire for parents about their own brushing habits as well as 
their children's habits.  Simple information such as how much 
toothpaste should be placed on a toothbrush was reviewed with them. 
And pediatricians requested posters which could be placed in all their patient rooms.   
The team explained the use of fluoride varnish for high risk patients as well as 
the practical application of fluoride. Then the pediatricians applied it to each other's 
teeth!  The hands on, on site workshop took about 2 hours.  The team explained  
to them what an important role they played as the disseminator of oral information in 
that first year of life. For example, if a mother comes in with a mouth full of 
cavities then baby will probably have dental caries too as she will 
transmit her bacterial strains of Strep mutans to baby through saliva. 
 
There were lots of good questions and good discussion such as how to position a  
2 year old for appropriate brushing and not using gummy vitamins that stick to the 
chewing surfaces of young children's teeth. About 4 nurse 
practioners from the office attended also as well as their new pediatrician and one 
nurse.  This meeting will serve as a catalyst to the pediatricians and pediatric  
dentists to keep in touch with each other to help disseminate oral information.   
Drs. McKnown and Kowalik are ready to take this talk 
all over the state of Indiana and will be visiting Dr. Holly Robinson  
in Madison, IN in November.  

                           Challenges to Chapters in Affordable Care Act 
 
Among the many challenges and opportunities facing pediatricians in the Fall of 2010, none is greater than that of facilitating imple-
mentation of the benefits of health care reform for children inherent in health care reform (ACA) passed by congress last March.  Ac-
cess to excellent care is a major issue for children in Indiana and if we can take advantage of the potential benefits in ACA, access will 
be improved and pediatricians will be paid more appropriately for their services.  Your chapter leadership is actively involved with state 
government, children’s coalitions, and members of the legislature to advance the cause of children and pediatricians in this effort.  The 
national American Academy of Pediatrics is contributing expertise as well and frequent communication occurs between your national 
and state leaders.

Back‐to‐School Immunizations are Easier with CHIRP 
  
The Children and Hoosiers Immunization Registry Program (CHIRP) is a free, web‐based pro‐
gram available to all immunizing healthcare providers in the state of Indiana .  It can be 
used in two ways: (1) Individual medical staff in your office can log on to the website to 
view and update immunization records and/or (2) CHIRP can communicate directly with 
your electronic medical records program to share information on patient immunizations. 
  
Use of CHIRP can save your practice time and money during the back‐to‐school season by: 

•         Enabling schools (as well as daycares and other health care providers) to access immu‐
nization records without parents needing to request paper copies from your office 

•         Enabling your office to see if your patients are already up‐to‐date on school required vaccines from visits to other pro‐
viders/local health departments. 

•         Enabling your office to quickly identify any needed immunizations at every office visit for every patient, allowing you to 
get patients up‐to‐date at other medical office visits before the back‐to‐school rush. 

•         Enabling your office to plan ahead by easily creating lists of patients who will need back‐to‐school immunizations and 
sending out reminders to their parents to schedule immunization visits ahead of the back‐to‐school rush. 
  
CHIRP has continually evolved and improved over the decade since it was first introduced to Indiana. If your office hasn’t con‐
sidered participating in CHIRP lately, take a look at what it has to offer.  If your practice is in the process of purchasing or up‐
grading an EMR program, ask your EMR vendor how your system can interface with CHIRP.  In addition to making back‐to‐
school season less hectic, CHIRP can benefit you and your patients year round by: 

•         Reducing missed opportunities to vaccinate by letting your staff know exactly what immunizations are due at each visit 

•         Reducing over‐vaccination by letting you know if your patient has received immunizations at another facility 

•         Giving you powerful tools to improve immunization rates such as Reminder/Recall and Quality Improvement reports 

•         Enabling fast response if faced with a vaccine safety recall by quickly retrieving patient lists by vaccine lot number 

•         Reducing vaccine waste with easy‐to‐use vaccine inventory management tools 

•         Giving patients the peace‐of‐mind that their immunization records will always be available should they need them for

and/or in their first 5 years of practice) as well as more "Vintage Docs" in Indiana.

Babies were born to breastfeed! 
Breastfeeding is an important public health issue. The Agency for                             
Healthcare Research Quality documents the following: decreased rates   
of gastroenteritis, asthma, obesity, diabetes, SIDS, otitis media   
and atopic dermatitis in breastfed children. Benefits to the mother   
include: ideal child spacing, decreased incidence of breast cancer,   
ovarian cancer, type II diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia and   
cardiovascular disease. A recent study published in PEDIATRICS by  
M.  Bartick, et al. showed that the US incurs $ 13 billion/ year in   
excess costs and 911 preventable deaths annually because   
breastfeeding rates fall far below medical recommendations. 
August 1-7 was World Breastfeeding Week. This year’s motto is   
"Breastfeeding Just 10 Steps, The Baby-Friendly Way", referring to   
the WHO Baby Friendly Hospital Initiative "Ten Steps to Successful   
Breastfeeding". The First Lady, Michelle Obama launched her "Let’s   
Move" Campaign:  America’s Move to Raise a Healthier Generation of   
Kids. (www.letsmove.gov http://www.letsmove.gov/). Recognizing that   
breastfeeding is the first step in that process she included the   
following recommendations: encourage the baby friendly hospital   
steps, provide information to pregnant and postpartum women, support                        Dr.Kinga A Szuc & 
breastfeeding in the childcare settings and the peer counselor program.                         The Surgeon General   
At a recent Annual Breastfeeding Summit in Washington, DC                                                  
the US Surgeon General stated her commitment to the importance of   
this public health topic. She will launch her Call to Action this   
Fall. Section 4207 of the Affordable Care Act was enacted earlier   
this year and contains important federal support for lactation in   
the workplace. It states: Employers shall provide "reasonable break   
time" and a private, non-bathroom place to express breast milk   
during the workday. Indiana is proud to have SEA 219 Lactation   
Support in the Workplace state law, as well. The Lactation Stations   
at the State Fair were so popular last year that there are now 3   
this year. These provide a shaded area for women to sit down, have a 
 cool drink and breastfeed their babies! There is a new breastfeeding  
residency curriculum published in this month’s issue of PEDIATRICS   
that is being implemented all across the country. 

Why should you join PROS?  
You should join because I am a member of the PROS network!  PROS is a research network sponsored by the Academy with the 
mission statement focused on enhancing pediatric practice and improving child health.  The PROS network was formed almost 25 
years ago.  PROS practitioners just like you and me have completed 24 national studies that have resulted in over 65 published arti-
cles and 116 published abstracts.  PROS studies have been citied in more than 1,000 publications.  PROS is marching on with a 
new effort to study electronic health records.  The initial mission remains to enhance processes in this evolving tool to improve pedi-
atric practice and child health care.  PROS and the contributions of PROS members have created new knowledge, changed public 
policy, and made me a better practitioner. 
Well, that sounds nice, but I am just too busy to add one more thing to my day.   
I know you are busy.   You will not have to add something every day.   You will not be participating in a study all of the time.  Some 
studies can be completed in a week or two.  Some may take a few months.  When a study is set up by the network, you will get a 
notice about it.  You will have an opportunity to review the study design and decide if you are interested.  Next, you can look further 
to see if it fits your practice.  If you have more questions, you can contact PROS and get more information.  As one of the Chapter 
Coordinators, I can assure you each study is vetted so you can participate with minimal impact on your patients or practice. 
What will my patients think if I am doing research? 
My experience had been totally positive.  In fact, I would say it is an asset.    I commonly supplement a discussion with a parent or 
colleague by adding that I am a member of a national pediatric research network called PROS that has done a study on this topic.  If 
I personally participated in the study, I add that information as well.  To use a political term, it adds “gravitas” to my comments. 
Hopefully my enthusiasm for PROS has added to your interest.  I would be happy to discuss this further with you on a personal ba-
sis.  Let me also suggest that you learn more about PROS by reading a recently published article in the June Pediatric Annals titled 
“PROS: A Research Network to Enhance Practice and Improve Child Health.”  If the journal isn’t handy, you can go to 
www.PediatricSuperSite.com and just type PROS in the Google search window.
